For the 2017 Nationals in Toowoomba, PCA will be running the following classes:

All teams will be made up of 6 members, with top 3 scores to count.  

All teams mixed genders with a maximum of 3 males per team. 

All teams will have the opportunity to practice with laser pistols prior to competition. A license is not 

required to use laser pistols in Queensland. 

The individual competition runs concurrently, with scores taken from the team participants. 

Full rules for Tetrathlon will be released in February 2017. These will be the new national rules.  

Quiz 

2017 will be the first time that the Pony Club Quiz will be part of the Nationals. There will be two 

competitions. The Quiz will consist of written questions, oral questions and hands-on challenges.

Each team member 

to have D, D*, C or C* certificate.
